The following conditions apply to all Berth applicants:

1. ALL CRAFT MUST HOLD A MINIMUM OF £3,000,000 THIRD PARTY INSURANCE. 

2. The current berth label supplied must be STUCK TO THE MAST ABOVE THE LINE OF THE COVER, (or on the transom of Lasers/Picos etc., parked without a stepped mast).

3. Only craft for which authorization has been granted are to be left in the allocated berth.  Any change of craft or OWNERSHIP is to be notified in writing to the Berth Marshal when a new boat label will be issued.  BERTHS MUST NOT BE SUB-LET.

4. ALL CRAFT MUST BE SECURELY TIED DOWN, WITH THEIR MASTS STEPPED.

5. Craft and launching trolleys must be maintained in a serviceable condition.

6. Due to pressure on certain dinghy spaces, a successful application this year does not guarantee a space next year – priority will be given to regular users.  RENEWAL MAY ENTAIL A CHANGE OF BERTH. Berths are not available for storage purposes.
7. Should the need arise, your dinghy may be moved to another berth, by a club official, even if you are not present.

8. ROAD TRAILERS (including Combis) ARE NOT TO BE LEFT IN THE BERTH AREA and ONLY LEFT IN THE TRAILER PARK AFTER THE FEE HAS BEEN PAID & PERMISSION AND A PERMIT HAVE BEEN OBTAINED from the Berth Marshal.  Trailers left without displaying a valid permit will be disposed of.
9. Windsurfers must only be kept in the rack provided, not in dinghy berths or elsewhere on Club premises.

10. Dinghies greater than 5 meters in length cannot be accommodated.  (Except by special dispensation)

11. Any breach of the above conditions will lead to an owner being REQUESTED TO REMOVE THEIR CRAFT from Club premises.

12. IMPORTANT: Ensure that you sign the daily sailing log whenever you are using your craft other than when Club racing.

The following conditions apply to all Cruiser applicants:
1.
ALL CRAFT MUST HOLD A MINIMUM OF £3,000,000 THIRD PARTY INSURANCE

You must have either an annual Powderham Castle or Starcross Yacht Club licence and keep your mooring buoyed, named and numbered. If not, the club has Powderham Castle's authority to re-allocate your space to another member and request removal of hardware.

You are responsible for maintenance of the mooring tackle, safely mooring your boat and ensuring that you boat is not a hazard to other craft and mooring users.

4.
Unused moorings: rights to that mooring/location can be retained by licensing with either Powderham Castle or Starcross Yacht Club at the 19ft rate.
